Theme: Hello, Orchestra! 

 

Objective: To learn the “secret” ingredients of an orchestra.  

 

Target Group: Kindergarten Years 1 – 3 to Primary 1 – 3 

 

Concert Activities:  - Meet each instrument, and recognize them by sight and sound.  

- Hear each section of the orchestra take turns to play.  

- Find out the difference between blowing, banging and bowing. 

- Move along with the music and make body percussion sounds to  

participate in the performance. They might even get to conduct the 

orchestra! 

- Learn ‘how’ to listen and be introduced to preliminary musical analysis, 

through concepts such as fast/slow, long/short, major/minor tonality  

and rhythmic patterns.
