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Jaap van Zweden opens his first concerts in our season with
a Dutch rarity, Wagenaar's Cyrano de Bergerac — a rollicking
overture which captures the adventure, chivalry and pathos of
one of the great literary heroes. Cyrano’s looks might have been
comical, but his soul was full of poetry, and clearly struck a chord
with Wagenaar. Philip Glass’' Double Concerto for violin and cello
comes to Hong Kong hot off the press — its first performance
was in 2010. Glass’ music has become iconic, with mesmerising
rhythms that mark out our modern times. To close the concert,
Brahms' fourth symphony shows us Brahms at his ultimate
creative height — searching lyricism and the exaltation of the
Romantic era, tinged with deep melancholy.
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
