Kolja Blacher returns to Hong Kong to
lead and direct the HKPO, celebrating the
expressive power of the violin. Mozart's
Haffner Symphony was composed in a
great hurry and blaze of inspiration. This
is a work, Mozart told his father, which
needs to be played 'with fire'.

Shostakovich’s 8th string quartet was
dedicated to victims of fascism and war —
but like much of his music, its emotional
core may well lie in the suffering that
took place under Stalin. Orchestrated by
Rudolph Barshai, it became a Chamber
Symphony —a sombre and moving work.

Bach adapted his violin concertos for
other solo instruments too, but here
Kolja Blacher performs the original,
masterful Baroque piece. Less known,
but no less charming, is Spohr’s short
concerto, written 'in the manner of a
sung scene’' —the perfect vehicle for the
lyrical beauty of the violin.
